The Demopolis City Schools Foundation, Inc. is a not-for-profit organization designed to enhance the educational opportunities offered each child by Demopolis City Schools.  It was established to enrich the creative and supportive teaching environment within the public school system.

MISSION STATEMENT

The Demopolis City Schools Foundation, Inc. is designed to foster and promote excellence within the Demopolis public school system.

APPLICATION GUIDELINES

Teachers, counselors, librarians and other certified educators who work directly with students and are employed by the Demopolis City School System are eligible to submit grant applications.  Members of the Grants Committee are not eligible.  Previous grant award winners are encouraged to apply again.  More than one application may be submitted.

Applications must be received by 3 p.m. Thursday, August 25, 2011.  No late applications will be accepted.  Grants will be announced in September, 2011.

Applications are evaluated by a non-partisan set of criteria established by the Grants Committee and approved by The Demopolis City Schools Foundation, Inc. Board of Directors.  Information identifying the applicant must be avoided unless specifically requested.  All grant applications should be the work of the submitter.  All applications must be signed by the project leader and the principal.
a. Priority will be given grants that show:

· originality and are based on approved research
· a well-defined plan for measuring success.

b. Grants will be considered for professional development based on research of how students learn and/or exemplary programs.

c. Grants must be typed using a font no larger than 12-point.
d. Do not staple.  Use paper clips only, if necessary.

e. All items purchased with grant funds become the property of Demopolis City Schools.

All purchase orders must be completed by the end of the first semester of the 2011-2012 school year, unless otherwise arranged.  Extra funds that cannot be used specifically for the applicant’s request remain with The Demopolis City Schools Foundation, Inc.   Prices must be confirmed.  Overcharges cannot be funded.  If costs shift, teachers must adjust their grant awards to fit.

A Project Report/Evaluation Form with the results of the project as outlined in your grant proposal, along with pictures of students involved in the project, must be remitted by in April 2012 to The Demopolis City Schools Foundation, Inc.  Failure to submit an evaluation will jeopardize chances to receive further grants.
